R ecently one of our very own from Saint 
Mark, Kristina Koutsoupis, took part in 
a summer mission trip to Alaska. For ten 
days Kristina spent her time and efforts 

in helping to lead an annual youth camp in Kweth-
luk as well as a young adult retreat in Napaskiak. 
She and a team of half-a-dozen others, helped teach 
the youth and young adults of the lower Kuskokwim 
Deanery the Christian approach to withstanding so-
cial temptations and a deeper understanding of Or-
thodoxy. Included below is a summary, in Kristina’s 
own words about her experience in Alaska:

My experience in the villages of Alaska was 
so extraordinary and surreal that it is difficult to 
express in words. Taking part in this short-term 
mission trip through OCMC (the mission arm of 
the Assembly of Bishops – all Orthodox Churches 
in America), was truly a life-changing experience. 
Different team members from different Orthodox 
Churches came together to make up one team.  

My initial feeling when I got asked to go on 
this mission trip to spread my faith was appre-
hension. I did not know what to expect, whom 
I was going to meet, where I was going to go, or 
what I was going to do. It was the most adven-
turous journey I have ever been on. Now, having 
completed my mission, and I cannot be happier it 
went the way it did. I already miss each and every 
child I met and my team with all my heart, and I 
hope that they all continue to be happy and safe. 

By the end 
of the trip, I 
was covered in 
hugs and kisses 
by children 
who accepted 

me into their families, culture, and homes. If I 
ever thought I was going to help them as much as 
I thought, I was wrong. They helped and taught 
me more than I ever thought possible. I learned so 
much about so many things (about life, God, fam-
ily), and I cannot wait to go back and hear their 
laughs and see their smiles again.  

I would like to express my love and thanks to 
Bishop David of Sitka and Alaska, our host Bishop 
(from the Or-
thodox Church 
in America), as 
well as all of the 
clergy from the 
Diocese. I truly 
appreciate all the 
prayers and sup-
port I received 
from my Saint Mark Family, especially Helen and 
Lou Nicozisis, who made this trip possible for me. 
Most importantly, I want to thank Father Mark 
for encouraging me to experience this phenom-
enal mission and who is giving all of us so many 
ways to better understand our faith. 

I just got off Face Time (video chat) with So-
phia and Cassian, two of the children that I spent 
3 days with in Nepaskiak, AK. It has been a few 
weeks since I returned from Alaska, and I am still 
in contact with them. I hope to return on another 
mission trip soon. The bonds we formed were life-
changing. Thank you OCMC.

We are so proud of Kristina, and we pray that her 
efforts will inspire the future generations of mission-
aries from Saint Mark!

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On August 15th we will celebrate the Dormition, the fall-
ing asleep of the Theotokos, the Mother of God. Mary 
always stands at the very heart of the Church’s life. She 
exemplifies the purest expression of human love in re-

sponse to God.
In her love and obedience, in her faith and humility, she accepted 

to become what from eternity all creation was meant to be, the Temple 
of the Holy Spirit. She bore Christ, the Son of God in her womb and 
thus she replaces the old Temple of bricks and mortar for in Mary God 
makes his abode among men.

Unlike Eve, who rejected God’s love in Eden, Mary accepted to 
become the Mother of God and fulfills the womanhood of creation. 
Restoration of God and the world is expressed in the Bible in terms of 
marital union and love.

Saint Paul writes in Second 
Corinthians 11:2:  “I betrothed 
you to Christ to present you a 
pure bride to her one husband.” 
The world, which finds its res-
toration and fulfillment in the 
Church, is the Bride of God. 
Eve’s sin and rebellion against 
God’s will distorted this funda-
mental relationship.

In Mary, the Woman, the 
Virgin, the Mother and in her af-
firmative response to Gabriel at 
the Annunciation, the Church 
finds its beginning, its existence and its life. The Theotokos’ response 
manifests total obedience to God in love. This is the true response of 
creation to its Creator. Humanity is fully humanity when it responds 
in obedience to God, when it becomes a total self-giving to himself 
to the Lord. Mary stands before us as the example “par excellence” of 

obedience and trust in God. Even in her death, she assures us of our 
resurrection in Christ. One of the hymn of the Dormition says:

“In giving birth, Theotokos, you have retained your virginity, and 
in falling asleep you have not forsaken the world. You who are the 
Mother of Life have passed over into life and by your intercessions you 
deliver our souls from death.”

Saint Germanos, Patriarch of Constantinople in the seventh cen-
tury, placed poetic words into the mouth of Christ telling his Mother 
of her impending Dormition or falling asleep:

“It is time to take you to be with me, my mother. Just as you 
filled the earth and its people with joy, so now you shall bring joy to 
the heavens, bring happiness to the mansions of my Father. Where I 
am there is light eternal, joy without compare, a place without equal, 

a city safe from corruption. And 
so where I am, you shall also 
be.”

At the Theotokos’ Dormi-
tion, we celebrate the victory 
of death for all humanity, for 
Mary the Mother of God, lived 
and died in God’s will. In her 
we find the purest human ex-
ample of victory over sin and 
death.

At the Dormition Vespers’ 
Hymn, poetically speaks of this 
sacred feast:

“Come, you people, and let 
us sing the praises of the pure and most holy Virgin, from whom the 
Word of the Father ineffably became incarnate. Let us cry aloud and 
say: Blessed are you among women and blessed is your womb that held 
Christ. Having delivered your soul into his holy hands, do, most pure 
one, intercede to him for the salvation of our souls.”

The Significance of the fast
Mary, the Mother of our Lord, is honored throughout the en-
tire year, but with even a greater distinction during the month 
of August when we remember her “Dormition” (or “Falling 
Asleep”) on August 15.

This Dormition feast is preceded by 14 days of prayer and 
fasting, during which we entreat the Ever-Virgin Mary to in-
tercede to her Son, and our God, for guidance and help. The 
Church assists us in this effort by offering frequent “Parakle-
sis” services which more clearly bring to mind the dedication 
that the Virgin Mary had for God, and in turn inspires us to 
replicate this devotion ourselves. In short, these days pro-
vide us with the opportunity to renew our personal commit-
ment to Jesus Christ by following the example of His mother.
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Kathi Sharp (KS): Dean, you have been 
worshipping at Saint Mark for many years, 
but for those who may not know you, tell us 
about you and your family.

Dean Bacalos (DB): My name is Dean 
Bacalos. I was born in Philadelphia, Penn-
sylvania, and attended Saint George Cathe-
dral. I’ve lived in Boca Raton Florida for 
36 years and my parents and I have been 
members of Saint Mark since the early 80’s. 

I’ve served in the past on the Parish Coun-
cil, and have worked the festival along with 
many other fund raisers. 

Professionally, I’m a claims adjustor for State 
Farm, and have been for almost 23 years. 
        
(KS): How long have you been a member of 
the Orthodox Church?

(DB): As I stated, I was baptized into Or-
thodox Christianity as an infant at Saint 
George in Philadelphia, PA. We moved to 
Boca Raton and have attended St. Mark 
since the early 1980’s. I've been a practicing 
Christian all my life. 

(KS): What does Saint Mark and the Ortho-
dox Church mean to you and your family? 

(DB): Saint Mark has helped me, along with 
my parents in so many ways. I look forward 
to attending church to pray, and to give 
thanks for all of my families blessings, espe-
cially for the small things. I love to pray, and 
find myself praying many times a day. Each 
morning at work I make the sign of the cross 
on my paperwork to get the day started. 

There are days and weeks when we deal with 
life’s issues and problems, but when I attend 
church, my heart and mind find peace in so 
many ways. I find comfort when I see all the 
wonderful caring people every Sunday. 

(KS): What is your greatest talent and how 
will you use it for the glory of God at our 
Saint Mark Parish? 

(DB): My greatest talent is my work 
ethic, and it’s something I have inher-
ited from my parents. It is this work 
ethic, instilled by parents and strength-
ened by God’s Grace, that has made me 
who I am today. 

I work full time like everyone else, but 
make it a priority to attend church on 
a regular basis. Every Sunday I’m up at 
5:45am to get to the gym, and then attend 
church. I don’t want to make any excuse for 
a Sunday absence. 

I volunteer at St. Mark, whether it be as an 
usher, or are festival, or in any other capac-
ity. I’ve been a member of the Saint Mark 
Parish Council in the past, and worked to-
gether with an incredible group of people. 
They also taught me about hard work. 
They taught me if something needs to get 
done, just do it. We are here to serve. I 
will continue to use that work ethic in the 
years to come. 

(KS): Can you suggest a ministry that you 
would like added at Saint Mark for your 
growth in Christ? 

(DB): A co-worker of mine volunteers his 
time with foster kid programs. He’s been 
doing this for many years. He lights up 
every time he talks about the kids. Many 
people in the world are not as fortunate as 
others. I’m so grateful for my parents. I can’t 
begin to comprehend what some of these 
kids go through on a daily basis.
 
We have great people at Saint Mark, and 
I could see many of these people making 
a similar difference in the lives of such 
foster children.
